· Used computer resources such as KUDOS and Jobs 4 U to continue to find out more about the types of work in which they are interested

· Received more information about their post-16 options

· Developed an action plan

· Had a guidance interview with Connexions, and help to decide about their next step

· Had information about local colleges

· Had the opportunity to speak to employers and training providers about their prospects for the future
